City Attorney Edward Lee stated there was nothing to report from closed session.


Pledge of Allegiance led by Council Member Stapleton

Police Chaplain Rev. Pat Cross led the invocation.

· Recognition and presentation to the Clean World Movement Project group who cleaned-up Jobe’s Glen at Jalapa Park.

Mayor Allen and Vivian Chang of the South Hills High School Geo Club presented certificates of appreciation to the students who helped with the Clean World Movement Project.
· Recognition of Library Volunteers.

Mayor Allen and Library Director Roger Possner presented certificates of appreciation to the Library Volunteers
· Recognition of Thomas Parrington for his service as Agency Council.
Mayor Allen presented a City of Covina Tile to Thomas Parrington in appreciation  for the 32 years of service to the City of Covina
Dora Gomez of Covina Assembly of God thanked the Council for their support for their Christmastime food give away.  She noted 540 gifts were distributed, and 600 hot meals were served.  In addition, turkeys, hams, food baskets and door prizes were handed out.  In addition, their satellite church in Watts also gave 400 gifts, 500 meals, and door prizes as well.  She thanked Council Members Stapleton and King for attending.  Ms. Gomez congratulated Mayor Allen on his Martin Luther King Jr. Legacy Award from the Republican Party of Los Angeles. 

Council Member Stapleton noted Street Maintenance Supervisor Augie Martinez recently passed away as did Doris “Babe” Fielding, City Treasurer Jack Fielding’s wife.  He asked that Council adjourn in their memory.

Council Member King asked that Council also adjourn in memory of Nathan Trujillo, a two-year old who was murdered in Covina.  

Council Member Low stated Kerry Youth League wants to donate a steel structure to Kahler Russell Park.  He stated he met a man named Philip Ostergard who wrote a book called “The Inspired Wisdom of Abraham Lincoln.”  Mr. Low read passages from the book and asked that Council adjourn in celebration of President Lincoln.

Mayor Pro Tem Delach noted that as a Friend of the Library, she receives a newsletter listing upcoming events and asked that people join Friends of the Library to help the Library host their numerous programs.

Council Member King asked the City return to Council with a report creating a Library committee with Council Member Low as the committee member to seek funding for building a new Library or building an addition to the current library.  He asked that estimated operating costs be included in the report.  City Manager Daryl Parrish noted he had a memo coming to council responding to one of Council Member Low’s requests.
Mayor Allen noted the State of the City address will be held in the Council Chambers at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, February 8, 2010.  He also announced February 10, 2010 will be Ladies Night in Downtown Covina with proceeds to benefit the Citrus Valley Medical Center.  Mayor Allen thanked parks and recreation staff for the Martin Luther King Day celebration held in Covina.  Students from Cypress Elementary went to Edna Park to plant and clean the park.  The Covina High School choir sang, and the “I Have A Dream” speech was recited.  He stated it was a perfect way to honor Dr. King with service to others.

The City Manager had no comments.


Council Member Stapleton pulled Consent Calendar item No. 4.  Finance Director Dilu DeAlwis noted a change to item CC 6.  He stated the corrected balance amount is $34,633,941.56 not $37, 240,518.91.  He stated the report was prepared prior to reconciling the Agency’s property tax receipt.

Council/Agency Member Low moved approval of staff's recommendation for Consent Calendar Items 1, 2, 3, 5, 6 and 7, with a second by Council/Agency Member King.  Motion passed unanimously with a vote of 5-0.

CC 4. 
City Council to approve First Amendment to lease with Bank of America 
for property located at 212 East Badillo Street.
Council Member Stapleton objected to renewing the contract for 18 years at a fixed rate.  He stated the previous amendments were for five years, and he would support five years. He noted the contract does not appear to allow the City to cancel after five years.
Public Works Director Steve Henley stated the amendment allows for 10% increases every five years.  He noted the City believes the Bank of America use to be the best use for that property. City Attorney Edward Lee stated Council can continue the item so he could further review the lease to see if the City can terminate the lease if desired.  Mr. Henley noted the operation costs to the City for the property are zero.

Council Member Stapleton moved to continue Consent Calendar Item no. 4 to the next meeting scheduled on February 16, 2010, with a second by Council Member King.  Motion passed unanimously with a vote of 5-0.


PH 1. Ordinance amending Chapter 17.82 of the Covina Municipal Code and adopting     Implementation Guidelines pertaining to Water Efficient Landscape Regulations.


Staff Recommendation: City Council to:

1. Open the public hearing and receive testimony about the proposed ordinance; and 
2. Introduce and waive further reading of Ordinance No. 10-1979, amending Chapter 17.82 of Title 17 of the Covina Municipal Code pertaining to Water Efficient Landscape Regulations and adopting Guidelines for the Implementation of the Water Efficient Landscape Regulations.
Mayor Allen opened the public hearing.  Seeing no public comment, Mayor Allen closed the public hearing.  Council Member Low asked if all controllers that are replaced in the City must be “smart” controllers.  City Planner Shelby Williams stated that the current controllers are being phased out in the State of California, so eventually all new and replacement controllers will be “smart;” however, the proposed Ordinance only effects new construction or for new landscaping areas over 2500 sf.  Ms. Williams stated the Ordinance is required by the State.  
Council Member Stapleton moved approval of staff's recommendation, with a second by Council Member King.  Motion passed unanimously with a vote of 5-0.

Resolution of the City Council of the City of Covina authorizing the establishment of a Public Agency Retirement System (PARS) Supplemental Retirement Plan to be administered by Phase II Systems (PARS Trust Administrator) and approval of the Administrative Services Agreement.

Staff Recommendation: City Council to adopt Resolution No. 10-6818, authorizing the establishment of a Public Agency Retirement System (PARS) supplemental retirement plan to be administered by Phase II Systems, PARS Trust Administrator.
Mayor Allen opened the public hearing.  Human Resources Director Anthony Arroyo presented the report and noted it finalizes the agreement the City Council and City Manager made prior to his hire.  Seeing no public comment, Mayor Allen closed the public hearing.  
Mayor Pro Tem Delach moved approval of staff's recommendation, with a second by Council Member King.  Motion passed unanimously with a vote of 5-0.

Approval of Amendment Number Three to the Agreement for Services By 
and Between 
the Consolidated Fire Protection District of Los Angeles 
County and the City of Covina.

Staff Recommendation: City Council to approve Amendment Number Three to the Agreement for Services By and Between the Consolidated Fire Protection District of Los Angeles County and the City of Covina.
City Manager Daryl Parrish presented the report. He noted the amendment provides a $93,000 savings to the City Budget.  Council Member King asked if the Quint is replaced, will the costs be reassessed.  City Attorney Edward Lee stated he did not believe replacement of equipment triggers a reassessment, but that he would review the amendment again.

Council Member King moved approval of staff's recommendation, with a second by Council Member Stapleton.  Motion passed unanimously with a vote of 5-0.

City Manager Daryl Parrish presented the report.  Council Member King stated the projects look good.  He would like staff to review the possibility of funds towards energy efficiency in future lists of priorities.  Council Member Stapleton asked for staff to look at park acquisitions and funding for the hospital.

Council Member Stapleton moved approval of staff's recommendation, with a second by Council Member King.  Motion passed unanimously with a vote of 5-0.
