City Attorney Marco Martinez noted for the record that City Council/Redevelopment Agency would be meeting in closed session to discuss the items listed on the agenda.  Item A relates to real property negotiations and includes price, terms and payment.  Item B relates to a conference with legal counsel regarding a threat of litigation submitted by Lone Star Security & Video, Inc., concerning a public records act denial by the City.  City Attorney Marco Martinez announced that there should be no reportable action at the conclusion of closed session.

The City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority meeting reconvened at 7:31 p.m.


Mayor Pro Tem King led the pledge of allegiance.

Covina Police Chaplain David Truax gave the invocation.

Mayor Delach invited the Home Depot employees, Jim Fossum, Operations Manager, Gerald Houser, Department Supervisor, Juan Ayala, Department Supervisor and Arnold Chaparro, Store Manager to the lectern and presented a recognition for the volunteer work completed at the Covina Development Center, the Covina Library and at Covina Recreation Hall.

Council Member Stapleton wished everyone a Merry Christmas and Happy Holidays.  He requested City Council adjourn tonight’s meeting in memory of City Manager Daryl Parrish’s father who passed away.
Council Member Allen wished everyone a Merry Christmas, Happy Hanukah and Happy New Year.  He asked that everyone drive safely while traveling in the rainstorms.  Council Member Allen mentioned that Cal Poly Pomona’s Rose float traveled through Covina in preparation of the Rose Parade.  He noted that on Sunday, January 2, 2011, the float would again travel through Covina, parking at In-n-Out Burger on Grand Avenue, where the public is invited to view the float.
Council Member Low wished everyone a Merry Christmas.

Mayor Pro Tem King wished everyone a blessed Christmas and peaceful holiday.  He noted the worst of the rainstorms are to come and reminded everyone to drive safe in their morning commutes.
Deputy Fire Chief noted that sand bags were available the Cypress Street stations and the Second Street station.  Public Works Director Steve Henley reported sand and sand bags were available at City Yard, 534 North Barranca Avenue, around the clock, seven days a week.
Mayor Delach announced, to accommodate holiday guests, overnight on-street parking permits would not be required from now through January 2, 2011.  Enforcement resumes at 2:00 a.m. on Monday, January 3, 2011.

Mayor Delach reminded the community that City Hall, City Yard and the Parks and Recreation Department, Hollenbeck Office, would be closed for the Holiday furlough, Friday, December 24 through Sunday, January 2, 2011.  The offices will resume normal business hours on Monday, January 3, 2011.

Mayor Delach reported the 2010 Covina Christmas Parade video is viewable online at www.covinaca.gov, Time Warner Cable channel 29, and on Verizon FIOS channel 42.  Copies of the DVD are available for sale from the Parks and Recreation Department.

Mayor Delach welcomed Lowe’s Home Improvement to Covina, which is located at 1348 N. Azusa Avenue.  The community preview night will be held Wednesday, December 29 from 4:00 -8:00 p.m. with the grand opening ceremony on Thursday, December 30, 2010 at 10:00 a.m.

Mayor Delach announced volunteers are needed to assist with counting the homeless in Los Angeles County.  Homeless persons are counted every two years in Los Angeles County, which is necessary in order to receive federal funding to help provide housing and services.  The street count is scheduled the night of Tuesday, January 25, 2011 from 6:00 p.m. to midnight.  To volunteer or for more information, please contact (626) 384-5440 or (626) 384-5442.

Mayor Delach wished everyone a Happy Holiday and a prosperous New Year.
Human Resources Director Anthony Arroyo extended, on behalf of City staff, condolences to City Manager Daryl Parrish, whose father, Grant Parrish passed away this week.
On a motion by Mayor Pro Tem King, seconded by Council Member Stapleton, the City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority approved Consent Calendar items CC1, CC2, CC3, CC4, CC5, CC6, CC8, CC10, CC11, CC12, CC13, and CC15.  Motion carried 5-0.  Consent Calendar item CC7, CC9 and CC14 was removed for further discussion and consideration.


City Council approved the Minutes of the November 16, 2010 Special City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority Meeting.

City Council received and filed Payment of Demands in the amount of $3,307,359.96.


City Council received and filed the Public Works Department Monthly Activity Report.


City Council received and filed the report on the X-it Poll Data for the Survey Tools located at City Hall.


City Council received and filed the report on the status of the Los Angeles Regional Interoperability Communications System.

City Council approved a Memorandum of Agreement for the Los Angeles Regional Integrated Law and justice Project among the Regional Terrorism Intelligence and Integration System Participating Agencies.

City Council received and filed a report concerning Wireless Facilities Moratorium pursuant to California Government Code, Section 65858(d).

Council Member Low requested clarification on the definition of a moratorium.  He noted that the Planning Commission approved three wireless locations at their last meeting.
City Attorney Marco Martinez stated the moratorium ordinance that the City Council approved at its last meeting included an exception to wireless applications that were currently in the process.  The moratorium applies to any new applications.

A brief discussion took place on the current wireless applications pending in the Community Development Department.

On a motion by Council Member Stapleton, seconded by Council Member Allen the City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority approved Consent Calendar item CC7.  Motion carried 5-0.

City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6913, approving the destruction of certain obsolete records from the City Clerk's Office.


City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6916, supporting the Covina Irrigating Company’s Ultraviolet/Chloramine Water Treatment System Improvement Project.

Council Member Stapleton requested a report on the improvement project.
David DeJesus reported the Covina Irrigating Company was able to secure funds in the form of a grant to enhance the water treatment system disinfection process.  He reported the improvements would help to sustain the local supply, would be lower in cost, and would meet water quality standards.
On a motion by Council Member Stapleton, seconded by Council Member Low the City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority approved Consent Calendar item CC9.  Motion carried 5-0.

City Council approved an Amendment to Consulting Services Agreement with RC Kemp Consulting Services, LLC.


City Council/Redevelopment Agency directed staff to look at ways to reduce the cost of outdoor sales and events requiring Administrative Conditional Use Permits for licensed Covina businesses.


City Council/Redevelopment Agency to adopted Agency Resolution No. 10-648, approving and adopting the Annual Report for the Covina Redevelopment Agency Project No. 1 and 2 for Fiscal Year Ended June 30, 2010.

Redevelopment Agency received and filed Payment of Demands in the amount of $742,055.83.

Redevelopment Agency approved an Agreement for Professional Services for consultant services to prepare a Redevelopment Project Area Study for Covina Revitalization Redevelopment Project No. 1 and No. 2.

Council Member Low requested clarification as to why Valencia School, Covina Elementary School and the Covina Public Library were not included in the proposal as they reside in the revitalization area.
Redevelopment Agency Deputy Director Robert Neiuber reported staff put together areas that would qualify under the blight findings.  He inquired if Council would like to suggest areas for staff to review.
A brief discussion followed regarding blighted areas within Covina Revitalization Project No. 1 and No. 2.
On a motion by Mayor Pro Tem King, seconded by Council Member Allen the City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority approved Consent Calendar item CC14.  Motion carried 4-1.

Redevelopment Agency to amend the Relocation and Lease Termination Settlement Offer/Settlement Agreements with Candy Connection as part of the Olson Citrus Walk Project.

Mayor Delach asked a member of Cub Scout Pack 446 to stand and be recognized. 

Public Hearing was before City Council/Redevelopment Agency to amend the 2010 Disposition and Development Agreement with Olson Land Project, LLC, for the Citrus Walk Project.

Mayor Delach opened the public hearing at 8:07 p.m.  There were no speakers.  Mayor Delach closed the public hearing at 8:07 p.m.

Redevelopment Agency Deputy Director Robert Neiuber reported the amendment agreement regarding the Citrus Walk Project consists of a $50,000 amendment.  He noted Olson has changed its entity name from Olson Land Project, LLC to Olson Covina 5, LLC.  All documents remain the same other than the name change.

A brief discussion took place regarding residential/commercial improvements and the requirement for sprinkler installation.
On a motion made by Mayor Pro Tem King, seconded by Mayor Delach, the City Council/Redevelopment Agency adopted City Resolution No. 10-6914 and Agency Resolution No. 10-647, approving a First Amendment to the 2010 Disposition and Development Agreement between the Redevelopment Agency of the City of Covina and Olson Land Project, LLC.  Motion carried 5-0.

Public Hearing was before City Council/Redevelopment Agency to consider a Lease Agreement with Enterprise Rent-A-Car Company of Los Angeles, LLC.
Mayor Delach opened the public hearing at 8:16 p.m.  There were no speakers.

On a motion made by Mayor Pro Tem King, seconded by Council Member Stapleton, the City Council/Redevelopment Agency continued the public hearing to the January 18, 2011 meeting to consider a Lease Agreement with Enterprise Rent-A-Car Company of Los Angeles, LLC, for property located at 635 S. Citrus Avenue, Covina, California; and the adoption of Agency Resolution No. 10-649 and City Resolution No. 10-6917.

City Council to receive and file the update on employee parking issues related to Aurora Hospital construction project.

Phyllis Meadow thanked Council and staff for listing and responding to their concerns regarding the neighborhood parking issues.  Ms. Meadow stated the residents continue to have visibility problems when attempting to exit on to Covina Boulevard from Calmgrove Avenue.  Ms. Meadow stated the residents feel that there remains a safety concern and inquired if the red curb could be extended approximately another car length.
Public Works Director Steve Henley reported he has personally surveyed the area using national standards.  He stated staff could review the area again.
Todd Smith, CEO of Aurora Hospital spoke on the timeline of the parking lot construction project.  Mr. Smith reported the construction completion is scheduled for the end of February.  Mr. Smith also expressed visibility issues when exiting the hospital parking lot onto Covina Boulevard.
Mayor Delach, with consensus of Council, requested staff address the concerns presented this evening and provide an update at the January 18, 2011 meeting.

City Council to adopt Resolution No. 10-6919, adopting a policy regarding reasonable accommodation in zoning practices pursuant to Federal and State Fair Housing Laws.

Greg Lester, local attorney representing Johnson House, Inc., a local sober living home, expressed a concern regarding the proposed resolution and inquired as to why Covina Municipal Code 17.78 is being updated.  He referenced the proposed resolution and inquired about the application filing fee.  Mr. Lester stated most sober living homes provide a service to the community.
Jim Turner stated he is a local business owner since 1999 and he expressed his uncertainty with the City adopting new policies regarding his business.
City Attorney Marco Martinez reported the current Covina Municipal Code regulations regarding single-family homes prohibit group home living as a businesses.  He added that the City is aware these types of businesses are currently operating and the City has obligations under federal and state housing laws to provide reasonable facilities that qualify under those laws.  City Attorney Marco Martinez reported the proposed resolution would allow for a process that is fair to everyone and allow the City to review each application individually.

Verna Sanchez of Los Angeles Sober Coalition and Mark Brewster of Sober Living Coalition stated they attended to observe the meeting.
On a motion made by Council Member Low, seconded by Council Member Stapleton, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6919, adopting a policy regarding reasonable accommodations in zoning practices pursuant to Federal and State Fair Housing Laws.  Motion carried 5-0. 

City Council to adopt Resolution No. 10-6918, providing for the appointment to the Offices of this City that were to be elected on Tuesday, March 8, 2011.

Council Member Low stated the adoption of the resolution to cancel the election is historic and never happened in the City of Covina.
Human Resources Director Anthony Arroyo reported on the cost savings with the cancellation of the 2011 election.
On a motion made by Council Member Low, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem King, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6918, providing for the appointment to the Offices of this City that were to be elected on Tuesday, March 8, 2011.  Motion carried 3-0, with Mayor Delach and Council Member Allen abstention.
Mayor Delach asked if staff could review using the savings from the election and allocate those funds to citizens who are on a fixed income and may need assistance with water bills.

At 8:51 p.m., Mayor Delach adjourned the City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority meeting in memory of Daryl Parrish’s father, Grant Parrish.  The next meeting of the City Council/Redevelopment Agency/Public Finance Authority meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, January 18, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. for closed session followed by open session at 7:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall, 125 East College Street, Covina, California, 91723.
