CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARINGS
ITEM NO. 2   
Planning Commission to consider Application PCD 99-001, Modification #1, a Planned Community Development (PCD) Modification to change the provisions of the appurtenant PCD-related Ordinance (or Ordinance No. 99-1851, adopted 9-7-99) to add chiropractic offices to the list of permitted uses, and to consider the on-site parking requirement for chiropractic offices to be the same as that for administrative or professional offices that currently operate on the appurtenant property, for the site or commercial complex at 750 Terrado Plaza, Covina.

City Planner Alan Carter recommended that the item be continued one more time, as the applicant did not have all of the necessary materials ready in time for tonight’s meeting,  and answered the Commissioners’ questions.
A motion was made and seconded to continue  the item to the Planning Commission Meeting of November 26, 2013, with the caveat that if the applicant is not ready to move forward at that time, he will have to start the application process over from the beginning.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

ITEM NO. 3

Application CUP 13-014, a request for a Conditional Use Permit to allow a children’s interview facility (operated by the Children’s Advocacy Center) to operate in a now-vacant, rearward building at the Masonic Homes complex at 1650 East Old Badillo Street. 

City Planner Carter presented the report and answered the Commissioners’ questions.  Mr. Carter noted the following corrections to be made to the Conditions of Approval:
· On page 3 of the staff report in the first finding, “…two-car garage…” should be changed to  “…three-car garage…”.
· In Condition No. 4.4 on page 6 of the Conditions of Approval, “…school management…” should be changed to  “…CAC management…”. 
· In Condition 4.8 on page 7, “…two garage related parking spaces…” should be changed to “…three garage related parking spaces…”

· With respect to Condition 2.20, Environmental Services Conditions were just received and have been added to the Conditions of Approval.  And it was noted that copies of the Environmental Conditions, which are standard in nature, were provided to the Commission and the applicant.
Chairman Manning opened the public hearing

Michael Cory Creek of Covina spoke in opposition to the item.
Ralph Romero of Covina, Director of Facility Maintenance for Masonic Homes, spoke in favor of the item and answered the Commissioners’ questions.

John Pomeroy of Pomona, Pomona Police Department Detective and member of Board of Directors of the CAC, spoke in favor of the item and answered the Commissioners’ questions.
The public hearing was closed.
