Mr. Carter stated that the Assistant City Attorney and the Planning staff will restart work on this project within roughly the next few months and that a report will come back to the Planning Commission in the near future.

Vice Chairman Patterson suggested that whenever a public hearing notice regarding the Town Center Specific Plan (TCSP) is mailed to the property owners, that it be sent to the business owners and all building occupants as well, and that the notices be sent to everyone within the TCSP area, not just to those within the required 300 foot radius.  Mr. Carter stated that he will meet with the Assistant to the City Manager to discuss any new procedures necessary to allow that, and will report back to the Planning Commission shortly.
