Chairperson Connors called the Planning Commission meeting to order at 7:31 p.m.

Continued Public Hearing of the following application as it relates to the property located at 818 North Glendora Avenue, Covina: Edward Arnal, Jr., applicant.

REQUEST:

Approve Application CUP 10-007, a Conditional Use Permit to allow on-sale of general alcohol in conjunction with a bona fide eating establishment with an outdoor dining area and entertainment such as karaoke, hookah, and cigars upon property located at 818 North Glendora Avenue, Covina.

Community Development Director Neiuber presented the staff report and stated that the landlord and tenant had agreed to a Conditional Use Permit to allow on-sale of general alcohol in conjunction with a bona fide eating establishment with an outdoor dining area with the conditions of approval. Community Development Director Neiuber asked the Planning Commission to consider allowing the applicant to re-apply for a CUP at no cost if both parties come to an agreement within twelve months on the conditions the applicant had been seeking.
Assistant City Attorney Priest stated he spoken to legal counsel for both parties and further negotiations between them to get a lease amendment signed and should be coming back to the Planning Commission soon. 
Commissioner McMeekin asked why they were so deferential to the landlord. Commissioner McMeekin stated that if the applicant and the City were satisfied, why was the landlord so much in the mix. He also stated that his judgement was interferring with the tenant’s ability to run his business. Commissioner McMeekin also asked why the City worried about a dispute between landlord and tenant.
Assistant City Attorney Priest stated it was because the landlord owned the property. He stated that the landlord had not given any consent on anything beyond running a restaurant.

Chairperson Connor re-opened the public hearing at 7:39 p.m.

Linda Alegria, owner of Flavr Lounge, thanked the Planning Commission and asked them to please consider not charging when they come back with the CUP with conditions.
Richard W. Eckardt, attorney for applicant stated that he shared Commissioner McMeekin’s concerns. He also stated that he examined the revised staff report and that they had agreed with the general alcohol and asked if the remaining items could be open for twelve months without an additional filing fee. 
Chairperson Connor closed the public hearing at 7:43 p.m.
On a motion by Commissioner Chadwick and seconded by Commissioner McMeekin, the Planning Commission approved Conditional Use Permit (CUP 10-007), a Conditional Use Permit to allow on-sale of general alcohol in conjunction with a bona fide eating establishment with an outdoor dining area upon property located at 818 North Glendora Avenue, Covina; with the added condition that the applicant may submit for an amended Conditional Use Permit to this Commission for additional uses such as live entertainment, karaoke and hookah within twelve (12) months of the date of approval, without having to pay an additional application fee.   Motion carried by a vote of 5-0.
