Public Hearing of the following application as it relates to the property located at 607 South Barranca Ave., Covina: John Ahed Rabadi, applicant.

REQUEST:

Approve Application CUP 10-013, a Conditional Use Permit to construct and operate a mini-market with beer and wine sales in conjunction with an existing service station upon property located at 607 South Barranca Ave., Covina.

City Planner Williams presented the staff report.

Commissioner Hodapp requested clarification regarding customer drawings presented at the meeting. He also asked if under 2.0 General Requirements section 2.20 of the application if they were dealing with a gas station or drug store. 
City Planner Williams stated a condition would be the customer must make the necessary changes to their plans and run by Planning before formally submitting them to Building Division. She also stated that it was a service station and she had forgot to make the correction.
Commissioner Hodapp stated the applicant requested permission to sell beer and wine because of the economic downturn and believed it was a very open statement. He shared his concern that the reason given was to broad.

Assistant City Attorney Priest stated after looking at the staff report that the two overriding findings are essentially the same and that because those findings are the same the facts in the first finding could satisfy the second findings.
Chairperson Connor opened the public hearing at 7:43 p.m.

John Robotti, new owner of the 76 gas station stated he purchased the service station in 2009. He asked the Commission to please consider his request. 
Chairperson Connor closed the public hearing at 7:46 p.m.

Commissioner McMeekin observed that there was a memo to Community Development Director Neiuber, the Police Department wanted language to request a review of the location if they thought it had become a hazard. 

City Planner Williams read CUP No 10-013 Application Conditions of Approval Section 2.16.
On a motion by Commissioner Hodapp and seconded by Commissioner Chadwick, the Planning Commission approved Conditional Use Permit (CUP 10-013), a Conditional Use Permit to construct and operate a mini-market with beer and wine sales in conjunction with an existing service station upon property located at 607 South Barranca Ave., Covina; subject to the corrections noted on plans and on the Additional Findings listed under Facts: a copied and added to B. on staff report.    Motion carried by a vote of 5-0.

Public Hearing of Variance 10-006 to install a third pylon sign with a sign face area totaling 160 square feet at an existing commercial shopping center upon property located at 402 North Azusa Avenue, Covina, Richance Covina, LLC, applicant.  

City Planner Williams presented the staff report.
Chairperson Connor opened the public hearing at 7:52 p.m.

Steven Hsu, thanked the Commission for letting him speak to them. He stated in past few years many of the tenants have requested a sign be put up and face Azusa Avenue to increase business traffic.
