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MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 17, 2010 REGULAR MEETING OF THE COVINA CITY COUNCIL/REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY HELD IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS OF CITY HALL, 125 EAST COLLEGE STREET


Mayor Pro Tem John King called the City Council/Redevelopment Agency meeting to order at 7:37 p.m.

City Attorney announced that no reportable action was taken in closed session.


Council Member Allen led the Pledge of Allegiance.


Covina Police Chaplain David Truax gave the invocation.


Mayor Pro Tem King recognized Belen Lara for being awarded as the 2010 Preschool Teacher of the Year.

Mayor Pro Tem King recognized the Covina Hills Girls Softball for winning the 8 and Under Division District Championship.

Mayor Pro Tem King recognized the Charter Oak Girls Softball 6 and Under Division All Star Team.


Leonard Wayne Rose invited the community to the Covina Assembly of God Church give away of back packs of school supplies for school children at Covina Park on August 18, 2010 beginning at 5:00 p.m. until 7:30 p.m.
Bob Gorski invited the community to the Second Annual Covina Swing Band Festival on September 18 beginning at 5:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. at the Covina Park Bandshell.
Steve Sharp spoke on the upcoming fundraising event to be held on September 18, 2010 at the Masonic Lodge in the City of Glendora from 6:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.  This event will be hosted by Shepard’s Pantry, a volunteer food pantry serving families in Covina and surrounding cities.  
Council Member Stapleton spoke on extending the Covina Concert Band series.  He also spoke on the High Speed Rail proposed bond measure which currently passed. He wanted the community to be aware that this could take away the community’s property.
Council Member Allen proposed that City Council agendize the High Speed Rail issue with a Resolution opposing the bond measure due to its affect on the community. Council Member Allen also spoke on the Tantrum Salon Cut-A-Thon event in regard to raising funds for the Covina Valley Hospice facility. 

City Manager Daryl Parrish reported on the installment of the second camera in the Council Chambers in preparation for live cable TV broadcasting expected to begin Septembert 7, in addition to webcasting expected to begin September 21.  He also stated the new City’s website would be going live on August 19. City Manager Parrish also stated a date of October 26 was available for the next Strategic Planning Meeting if the date worked for City Council.  He also stated that as part of the Strategic Plan, City staff was working on internal surveys and will be surveying the community within the next 30 to 45 days.
On a motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council/Redevelopment Agency approved Consent Calendar items CC 1, CC2, CC 3, CC 4, CC 5, CC 6, CC 7, CC 8, CC9, CC10, CC11, CC15, CC16, CC17, CC18 & CC 19.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.


City Coucil approved the Minutes of Tuesday, July 20, 2010 Regular City Council/Redevelopment Agency Meeting.
City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6865, delegating authority to Risk Manager, to act on behalf of the City of Covina with regard to Official Matters of CSAC EIA.


City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6870, requiring members of the City of Covina General Employee Unit (AFSCME) and members of the Unaffiliated employee group to pay 3% of the Employer Paid Member Contribution to PERS.

City Council approved the tentative agreement between the City of Covina and AFSCME.

City Council approved a title change for the position of Management Analyst in Human Resources.


City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6876, authorizing budget adjustments for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.

City Council approved authorization of a financing team to begin process of issuing water revenue bonds in fiscal year 2010-2011.

City Council approved the Payment of Demands in the amount of $4,750,904.29.


City Council received and filed the Quarterly Report of the Treasurer for the Quarter Ended June 30, 2010

City Council received and filed the Public Works Department Monthly Activity report.


City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6868, acknowledging the City’s participation in Los Angeles County’s expanded Recycling Market Development Zone (RMDZ).


Redevelopment Agency approved the Payment of Demands in the amount of $2,766,988.11.

Redevelopment Agency received and filed the Quarterly Report of the Treasurer for the Quarter Ended June 30, 2010.

Redevelopment Agency approved the agreement between the Covina Redevelopment Agency and Adaya Asset Corporation, owner of industrial unit located at 850 East Edna Place, Covina, CA for 105 days while Covina Valley Unified School District obtains entitlements for Welding School, which the Covina Redevelopment Agency will relocate from Olson Citrus Walk Project site to 850 East Edna Place.
Redevelopment Agency approved a partial funding of the request by Covina Center for the Performing Arts (CCPA) for Agency assistance with royalties, fees, and production expenses.
City Council:

a.) Authorized Public Hearing for September 7, 2010 for Vacation of School Street and Alley that runs north and south between School and Italia Streets; and 

b.) Adopted Resolution No. 10-6873 declaring its intention to vacate portions of the public right-of-way known as School Street commencing at the intersection of Citrus Avenue and School Street running easterly for approximately 263 feet and a 13 foot wide public alley running northerly approximately 250 feet, pursuant to Street and Highway Code Section 8300 ET SEQ. and directing City Clerk to administratively set the hearing date, time and place to publish and post required notices for Olson Citrus Walk Project.
Council Member Stapleton shared his concern for commercial high volume water users and asked if there is some approach to soften the impact on those businesses.

Public Works Director Steve Henley stated a rate break could be looked at when rate structuring is done. He stated he has looked at other models that have been done in the cities of  Irvine and Pasadena and they did not have anything giving a rate break to high volume users instead they had the opposite, water budgeting. Public Works Director Steve Henley stated he didn’t know if there is an answer but that he would continue to look.
City Manager Parrish asked if there can be some incentive for conservation that high volume businesses could apply for in order to save water or possible grant funding.

Public Works Director Steve Henley said he did not know of any grant funds but most of the businesses in town seem to be recycling their water already. 

Council Member Allen asked if Public Works Director Steve Henley had received any feedback from any of the high volume users. He also stated the State had put the City in a predicament with the reduction of water.
Public Works Director Steve Henley stated he hadn’t heard from any of the high volume users. He stated there are businesses that are dependent on water and that there are only certain things you can do conservation-wise and it was a very difficult issue to address. 

City Manager Parrish stated that Global Water would be at the September 7 City Council meeting presenting the billing system. 
Council Member Allen stated that this new billing system will hopefully help make things more convenient for the customers of the city.
Mayor Pro Tem King stated he was curious as to why they went to a twenty day billing cycle as opposed to a thirty day cycle.
Public Works Director Steve Henley stated they checked around and that State Law require a minimum of 19 days so they looked at going to 20 days which is consistent of Southern California Edison, Southern California Gas and phone companies.

Mayor Pro Tem King asked that for the first 90 days that late payments be waived. 

On a motion by Council Member Allen and seconded by Council Member Stapleton, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6871, adopting policies and procedures for the operation of the City’s water utility.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.

Mayor Pro Tem King wanted to compliment staff on the implementation of the City’s bike station.  He stated how important bike friendly communities are and how important it is to integrate them into your community. 
On a motion by Council Member Allen and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem King, the City Council received and filed City of Covina Bicycle Network Study and approved development of Covina Bicycle Master Plan to apply for Fiscal Year 2010 – 2013 California Bicycle Transportation Account Funding.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.
Mayor Pro Tem King asked if Olamendi’s Zona Roza restaurant was still in business.  He asked if they had met their obligations before closing.

Community Development Director Robert Neiuber stated they did meet their obligations and worked with Los Angeles County CDC to assure compliance. 

On a motion by Mayor Pro Tem  King and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council determined that note terms, agreements terms and program requirements were satisfied for the following CDBG Special Economic Development Program participants: Jimmy Roman, doing business as Fonda Don Chon and Raquel Olamendi and Maria Olamendi doing business as Olamendi’s Zona Roza; authorized removal of the loan/grant restrictions, and authorized the City Manger or his designee to execute related documents.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.


Mayor Pro Tem King opened the public hearing at 8:30 p.m.

Mayor Pro Tem King closed the public hearing at 8:38 p.m.

Public Works Director Steve Henley stated that thirteen letters of protest had been received which was well under 1% of active waste collection customers.
Public Works Director Steve Henley presented the staff report to the City Council.
Judy Grynchel stated she has successfully dropped her black trash to at least fifty percent by recycling.  She asked if black trash could be only picked up every two weeks similar to the blue trash cans. 

Public Works Director Steve Henley stated that an option that may be available would be to go to a smaller size barrel.  He stated staff can look into providing a lower level of service, bi-weekly service or smaller can or other alternatives.
On a motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6869, setting the City’s refuse collection rates and charges for residential and commercial customers for 2010-2011, retroactive to July 1, 2010.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.


Mayor Pro Tem King opened the public hearing at 8:38 p.m.

Mayor Pro Tem King closed the public hearing at 8:39 p.m.

City Manager Daryl Parish presented the staff report to the City Council. 

Council Member Allen stated that he is sick of State mandates costing all the City and County’s money.
On a motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6866, finding the City to be in conformance with the Congestion Management Program (CMP) and adopting the CMP Local Development Report, in accordance with California Government Code Section 65089.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.  


Mayor Pro Tem King opened the public hearing at 8:40 p.m.

Mayor Pro Tem King closed the public hearing at 8:41 p.m.

Community Development Director Robert Neiuber presented the staff report to the City Council.

On a motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council/Redevelopment Agency adopted Agency Resolution No. 10-635, making certain findings pursuant to Health & Safety Code Section 33433 and approving a Sublease; and adopted Agency Resolution No. 10-636, approving a Commercial Lease by and between the Redevelopment Agency and RJS Financial Inc., a California Corporation; and adopted Resolution No. 10-6872, making certain findings pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 33433 and approving Sublease and Commercial Lease Agreements.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.
City Manager Parrish presented the staff report to the City Council.

On a motion by Council Member Allen and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem King, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 10-6867, approving Amendment No. 10 to the Exclusive Waste Collection Franchise Agreement with Arakelian Enterprises, Inc., adjusting refuse collection and recycling fees for fiscal year 2010-2011 and fixing the Integrated Waste Management Fee for fiscal year 2010-2011.  Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.

City Manager Parrish stated he did not have anything to add to what was already talked about in regard to customer service outreach, surveys, the “survey on the stick” that is forthcoming. He  recommended the City Council to receive and file the Strategic report.

Council Member Allen asked staff to explain what “survey on the stick” was.

City Manager Parrish stated essentially it is a device on a pole that you can program questions and ask the community questions.  He stated it is all web based and a way to communicate with the public and for the city to get information quickly. City Manager Parrish stated it was very low cost.

On a motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council received and filed the updated City of Covina Strategic Plan from the June 7, 2010 Strategic Planning Meeting.   Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.

On a motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council appointed applicant Woody Dahlen to the Housing & Community Development Advisory Committee. Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.


City Manager Parrish stated the League General Conference is scheduled for September 15 – 17 and a delegate was needed to attend and represent the City of Covina.

On a motion by Mayor Pro Tem King and seconded by Council Member Allen, the City Council appointed Council Member Stapleton the delegate for the City of Covina who will be attending the 2010 League of California Cities Annual Conference.   Motion carried by a vote of 3-0.


At 8:47 p.m., Mayor Pro Tem King adjourned the City Council/Redevelopment Agency meeting to the next Regular Meeting to be held on Tuesday, September 7, 2010 at 6:30 p.m.
