PUBLIC COMMENT
Dr. Marc Haney (a periodontist) of Covina spoke regarding a correction notice he received from the city regarding an industrial wastewater permit, and how the permits apply to certain dental offices in the city.  Dr. Haney stated that he believed that his office and all dental offices should be exempt from the subject permit requirement, as they do not fall under the parameters of the permits.  Dr. Jay Sung (an endodontist) of Covina and Dr. Wing Chung (general dentistry) of Covina also spoke to the issue and concurred with Dr. Haney.
